NASCAR SpeedPark 
Get behind the wheel of an official NASCAR go-cart and race your friends on one of eight scale stock car tracks. Then step inside 

for some great arcade action, including a full size NASCAR simulator. Tokens for games are included with the package. 

 

White Water Rafting on the Pigeon River* 
Brave the rapids on the Pigeon River, located in the heart of the Smoky Mountains. Accompanied by one of Rafting in the 
Smokies professional river guides, you’ll be escorted down five miles of lively whitewater, rafting through Class III & IV rapids 
such as “Too Late, Vegamatic, Razor Blade, After Shave, and Lost guide.” This is a great trip for everyone, and no experience is 
necessary. Be prepared to get wet! Remember your change of clothes, shoes, and towel. You will find hot showers and 
changing facilities. 
 

Ziplining* 
Feel the anticipation growing as you cross the 150′ swinging bridge to our breathtaking ten-acre wooded island in the middle of 

the Big Pigeon River. After you receive your safety gear and instruction session with your personal adventure guide, you’ll climb 

high in the air on an impressively constructed zipline tower. Get set for an adrenaline rush as you zip down a 600′ long dual 

racing lines. Then it’s right back to the treetops on our next tower for another exhilarating 500′ zip. 

 

Cave Tour 
Journey underground on a mile-long informative and historical tour. The cavern is big enough to lay down a football field inside, 

and you can also see large, underground waterfalls.  
 

DollyWood 
Dollywood is a unique entertainment experience unlike any other theme park. Its one-of-a-kind atmosphere combines the 
charm and beauty of the Great Smoky Mountains with architecture from rustic to the 1950s with thousands of colorful flowers 
to provide a panoramic backdrop for live music shows, unique attractions, fun for all rides, craft showcases, and special events.
